The following tasks were
accomplished. Old shower stall outside
generator building was removed; old 260
gallon water tank tower outside generator
building was torn down; water tank & sink
was brought to CBC - Marv will make a
water trailer for the camp; some plumbing
was done in wash rooms; fire pit bench
boards were sanded & varnished; all drives
were graded to remove weeds (Phil's tractor
